A quintet comprised of some of America’s most
talented, young musicians, Bua have been
described by Irish Music Magazine as “the essence
of a superb band,” their sound “a throwback to the
playing of the 1960s and 1970s, keeping the music
down the path of tradition” and their 2006 release,
Live at Martyrs’, “a work without gimmicks, where
the musicianship is of the highest quality.”

The Ensemble Español Spanish Dance Theater is
the premier Spanish dance company and center in
the United States to have in-residence status at a
university, Northeastern Illinois University,
Chicago.  The Ensemble is chartered to share the
rich traditions of the dance, music, literature, and
culture of Spain in the classical, folkloric and
Flamenco styles, with all communities, and to be a
center which encourages new artistic creativity
within the framework of the Ibero-Hispanic
experience.  The company, founded in 1976 by
artistic director Dame Libby Komaiko, is
comprised of forty dancers, singers, and musicians
representing a mosaic of cultures from around the
world.
The Ensemble Español celebrates Spain in
America by presenting and promoting cultural
pluralism at the community, state, national, and
international levels, and at the annual American
Spanish Dance Festival administered by the
Ensemble.  The company shares a rich history and
mission of commitment to inter-American and
inter-Hispanic world cultures.

Chronicle of Faith: Faith and Reason: 
Catholics, Science and Culture – 
April 30 – May 1 

The Chronicle of Faith conference is a biennial
event designed to celebrate the Catholic
intellectual tradition.  The series delves into issues
such as Catholicism’s impact on history, public
policy, literature, the environment, and interfaith
issues.  The first Chronicle of Faith, held in 2008,
celebrated and promoted the Catholic intellectual
tradition by hosting a scholarly conference
highlighting the 200 year legacy of the
Philadelphia Church in 2008.  Response to the
meeting was so compelling that it was decided to
establish the Chronicle of Faith as an ongoing event;
the U. S. Catholic Historian published the collection
of the 2008 papers in the fall 2009 issue. 
For 2010, the second Chronicle of Faith program
will examine the relationship between religion and
science throughout the ages. John F. Haught,
Ph.D., will be the keynote speaker and present
“Lonergan, Darwin and Evolutionary Naturalism.” In
addition to Dr. Haught’s presentation, a number of
other scholars will present research on various
topics pertaining to philosophy, theology, natural
sciences, history, social science, and the humanities
as related to Catholicism, science, and culture,
providing a collegial environment where
scholarship and debate may promote intellectual
stimulation and the advancement of knowledge.
Dr. Haught is Distinguished Research Professor,
Senior Fellow, Science and Religion, at the
Woodstock Theological Center, Georgetown
University. 
In a continuing commitment to the biennial
series, plans are currently underway for the 2012
Chronicle of Faith conference, which will celebrate
the 50th anniversary of Vatican II.  Participant
registration fees: $100 for the two–day conference;
$35 for Friday only, and $75 for Saturday only.  A
special student registration fee is available (with
student ID) of $75 for the two-day conference,
$25 for Friday only, and $60 for Saturday only.
